Members Surveys 2009

EATA is planning to send out two short members surveys to identify EATA’s future activities and development in communications, policy and membership surveys.

Consultation on draft regulations for registering health and adult social care providers
The Department of Health (DH) has launched a consultation on the wording of the draft regulations on the scope of registration and registration requirements that it is planning to set before Parliament this year under the Health and Social Care Act 2008. This consultation will be of interest to anyone providing or working in health and adult social care, and to patients and people using these services, who are interested in how the reforms are going to improve these services. The consultation also seeks views on a number of other policy proposals that will support the registration framework. 
Earlier this year, EATA submitted comments on behalf of members to an earlier DH consultation on the framework for the registration of health and adult social care providers. The government has published its response in the consultation document on the draft regulations (see attached). 
EATA is planning to submit further comments about the draft regulations to the Department of Health and would like to hear from members about their concerns. Email them to rachelclarke@eata.org.uk by 20 May 2009.
