NTA value for money consultation 
The NTA has been asked by the Government to develop a model of drug treatment systems and a related tool that can help commissioning partnerships in delivering the best possible outcomes from the available resources for their treatment systems.

As part of the exercise, the NTA is asking for comments on the draft assumptions behind the proposed model. EATA intends to respond to the NTA on these assumptions.
Once these assumptions have been agreed, the NTA will publish a tool which will enable areas to combine their outcomes and their unit cost data for those key substantial components of the drug treatment system that are described by this model, and to assess these against national benchmarks.
